God is Sovereign in salvation.
“For | know that the LORD is great, and that our Lord is above all gods. (6) Whatsoever the LORD
pleased, that did he in heaven, and in earth, in the seas, and all deep places.” Psalms 135:5 — 6

It matters not what man may believe, think, or say, God is Sovereign in all His knowledge, words, and
ways. People that have a hard time believing that God is absolute in His Sovereign Being have never been
blessed by the Holy Spirt with this understanding. Most pastors will tell you that “God cannot change mans
will, man is free to choose their own destination” and this sounds good to the millions upon millions that
pack their assemblies every Sunday, but it could not be farther from the biblical facts.
